“Since then, you have been raised with Christ, set your hearts on things above, where Christ is seated at the right 

hand of God. Set your minds on things above, not on earthly things. For you died, and your life is now hidden 

with Christ in God. When Christ, who is your life appears, then you also will appear with Him in glory.” 

Colossians 3:1-4, NIV 

 

Paul, by inspiration of God, urges the Colossians, and us, to center on “things above” rather than “earthly 

things”. But this does not mean that “earthly things” don’t matter. They do! 

 

When Paul writes “set your hearts on things above” or “set your minds on things above” is not the challenge to 

make Christ the center of our lives: His life, His resurrection, His teaching and His will? Is it not saying that 

whenever everything said and done, is said and done, all that really matters is Jesus who is the Lord and Savior? 

 

I would say “yes” to both the above! 

 

It is precisely because heavenly things matter that earthly things matter a great deal also. Reading Colossians 

3:5-4:6 affirms that how we live in the “daily life” is essential and does make a difference. Godly character is 

translated into Godly conduct. Firm belief gives way to faithful behavior that glorifies God and benefits others. 

How we handle our “earthly affairs” like time, finances, relationships, friendships, commitments and recreation 

reflects what we value most in life. 

 

What I pray we value most of all is our relationship to Jesus - the Way, the Truth and the Life!! Above all is
