Leadership at Pilgrim
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On February 20" Pastor Jim gave me the opportunity to preach at one of the mid-week services. It was during
my preparation for that sermon when God reintroduced me to some verses | had forgotten about from the book
of 2nd Peter. Knowing that our Lenten theme this year was “Tears Tell the Story” and the evening’s readings
were from 1 Thessalonians 5:1-11 telling us we are children of light and John 16:17-34 about the time when
Jesus explained that He would be leaving His disciples for a little while. | started to “assemble” my sermon notes
beginning with the verses from 1 Thessalonians where Paul reminds his readers that we are “sons of the light and
sons of the day” and that we should have nothing to do with darkness, as darkness is only good to sleep or hide
our darkest sins.

| started to think how easy that would be if we were still in the presence of the light, namely Jesus. It suddenly
dawned on me that the verses from John’s gospel Jesus were explaining that He would be gone for a while. One
can only imagine the intense pain this anxiety created for Jesus’ disciples! He’s going away, leaving us alone!
What are we to do? Our light is being taken away! Tears were inevitable! Jesus was trying to explain not only
His short-term departure but also He was also trying to prepare them for the longer period that He would be gone
when He returned to His Father after His resurrection.

The truth is Jesus would never leave His disciples or His believers alone (that includes us). He left the Holy
Spirit with us to help us continue in the ministry He started. The Holy Spirit is our Comforter, our Guide and the
giver of gifts to enable our own ministries. While we are to be identified as children of light we are also to be
lights ourselves. We each have a ministry, no exceptions! We simply cannot hire someone else to do OUR
ministry. Yes we pay for a pastor, a secretary, a family ministry director and a whole staff of preschool teachers
to nurture others and us but that doesn’t mean we should forget or forfeit our own ministries.

Ministry has its share of tears...it’s difficult, its time consuming and it’s often messy! (The Devil makes sure of
that!) Even though we are never alone in our ministry it can get depressing and discouraging if we don’t see
transformation or acceptance. Please prayerfully consider what ministry God has in mind for you and please
along the way encourage those actively involved with several ministries at Pilgrim, especially Pastor Jim,
Jennifer, Peggy, Pastor Arthur and all those actively involved here! They all need your prayers AND support!

Now back to that 2nd Peter reference, you probably thought I forgot! Here Peter writes about the end times and
he concludes that after all is finished the world will be toast, well that’s not exactly what he says but its close!
Peter understood the human mind,; if the world is going to end up being burned up why bother doing anything!
Peter then goes on to ask a great question found in 2 Peter 3:11 “Since everything will be destroyed in this way,
what kind of people ought you to be?” What is YOUR answer? Read 2nd Peter 3 verse 11 all the way to the end
of the book. The world out there continues to turn its back on God more and more each day; your answer might
be critical for the salvation of a loved one, a neighbor or a complete stranger.
