I am sure that 1 am not the only one that was surprised by the early arrival of Easter this year. It seems
so...unnatural! It seemed that we just finished Christmas and then it was time for Lent and then Easter and its
still March! Fortunately the early arrival of Easter did not take anything away from the message of Easter.

In preparing for the Good Friday acoustic play this year I often stopped and thought about Jesus on that cross. |
know | will never fully understand what He went through during those nights and days leading up to and
including His death. Paul tells us He became sin for our sakes (2 Corinthians 5:21) which only starts me thinking
about questions like did He get a “discount rate” (forgive me if that sounds disrespectful but please read on) for
dying for all sins at one time or did he suffer the full load of all of our sins? Obviously He did not receive any
“discount” He bore the full load of all of our sins, those from our past and those yet future.

Why would He do that? Why does He love me so much? I don’t think there is another subject that brings tears to
my eyes faster than pondering those questions. | certainly don’t deserve this love! | wholeheartedly agree with
Martin Luther when we he describes our sinful condition as “poor miserable sinners!” Me a sinner, how could
God love me? The Bible is very clear He loves us all!

So what is my response to His love? Jesus quoted Deuteronomy more than any other book in the Bible and He
quoted what is often called the “Shema” (meaning hear or listen) more than once: “Love the Lord your God with
all your heart and with all your soul and with all your strength and with all your mind.” (Variations found in
Deuteronomy 6:4-9; Matthew 22:37; Mark 12:29-31 and Luke 10:27) My only response would be to love Him
back! Then comes another big question, how do I do that? Perhaps you have pondered that one too?

Jesus, Paul, Peter, John and James all tell us our love will be seen in what we do, what we say and how we do
things. Are we making Jesus a priority in our lives? Are we seen being active Christians? Do we have a hunger
for God’s Word? Do we stand up for what is right? Is our love obvious to the world? | often ask myself if
Christianity ever became illegal would there be enough evidence to convict me?

Easter is over for another year or is it? What Jesus did on Easter lives on. What Jesus did lives on in each of us!
Let us recommit our lives to Him right now. Let us put Jesus our number one priority in 2008. Moments like this
remind me of that great verse in Revelation 3:20 “Here | am! | stand at the door and knock.

So...What’s going on?

“Well, I heard...” No, no, no. That’s not the correct response to the question! What’s really going on? That’s a
great question. Unfortunately there are times...like now...when so much is going on at Pilgrim that it’s difficult
to get everyone’s attention or to make certain that everyone knows what’s happening. This is why all members
should read the newsletter, the service bulletins and listen to the Sunday announcements. But, believe it or not,
that doesn’t always get the job done.

Recently one of those ‘less-than-fully-understood-things’ going on at Pilgrim is about the ‘building program’.
To fully understand this grist for the rumor mill, a little history is required. Several years ago a committee was
formed to review the possibility of updating and improving some of Pilgrim’s facilities. This committee did a lot
of research and after a lot of hard work they developed a program and drawings of a potential improvement
project. Unfortunately this project was never reviewed or voted on by the congregation.

Last year Pilgrim’s Council was asked to review the status of that project and a “Building Steering Committee”
was formed to review the previous committee’s work and bring back any recommendations to the Council.
Under this purview, the committee has been in the process of both reviewing the previous committee’s work and
examining potential new ideas.

A brief report was given at the last VVoter’s Meeting for this purpose. Monies were approved to develop some
updated drawings for the twin purposes of soliciting discussion and get input from the congregation. Several
“open-to-congregation” meetings were held and many of you offered your thoughts and opinions, as well as your
desires to see Pilgrim’s facilities move forward.

The Steering Committee is now in the process of developing what it believes to be the best response that, when
ready, will be presented to the congregation along with a full breakdown of potential costs, funding options, etc.
Please be patient as these discussions often invoke a great deal of emotion followed by rumors.

One thing we’d like to avoid is a great deal of rumor being passed around as fact. There has been some
discussion about the upper rear wall of the Sanctuary being slightly modified to incorporate a potential second
floor connection to the church office and the possible removal of the Parsonage as examples of what’s being
spoken of as ‘done deals’. These are only subjects of discussion, as nothing has been decided yet, so please
don’t get excited just yet. We’d still love to hear from you if you have any questions or thoughts. If you have
anything you’d like to discuss, please contact Craig B. And...remember...this is all still in the idea stage, okay?
